The site
includes a collection considered the most important in the Southern Hemisphere with Brazilian
and foreign artists in a collection that spans the 19th century to the 20th century. Examples
include The Resurrection of Christ, Raphael Sanzio, and the Virgin and Child and Saint John
the Baptist Child of Sandro Botticceli - Renaissance copies. Masters such as Van Gogh,
Manet and Degas are also present. The Spanish art has painters such as Velazquez, El
Greco and Goya.

Mac Museum (very near to hotel): One of the most important museums of modern and
contemporary art from Latin America, the Museum of Contemporary Art USP was established
in 1963. Its collection has about 10,000 works, including paintings, drawings, prints,
photographs, sculptures, objects and works of conceptual art and contemporary art. The list of
artists includes Picasso, Matisse, Mirg, Kandinsky, Modigliani, Calder, Braque, Henry Moore,
Tarsila do Amaral, Di Cavalcanti, Volpi, Flavio de Carvalho, Julio Plaza, Antonio Dias and
Regina Silveira, among many others.

Ibirapuera Park (very near to hotel): Ibirapuera Park is the largest urban park in the city of S&o
Paulo, Brazil. It was inaugurated on August 21, 1954 to commemorate the fourth centenary of
the city. The park has a bike path and thirteen lighted courts, and jogging tracks intended for
walks and rest, all integrated into the cultural area. Its area is 1.584 km 2, and its three atrtificial
and interconnected lakes occupy 15,700 m2.
