2. Working Session Part 1 
Vladimir Yakushev, WOC 1 Chair, welcomed delegates to VNIIGAZ offices and also expressed gratitude to the participants of a meeting for participation in the committee’ activity in new triennium.  Everyone looked forward to a productive first meeting of the IGU's upstream Committee.

3. Each Committee Member provided a Brief Introduction to their company, background and particular interests within E&P.  

Action: All Members were asked to check their contact details, including telephone numbers, and notify Sergey Leonov, WOC 1 Secretary of any corrections.

4. Greetings to participants of the meeting by Deputy General Director of "VNIIGAZ” Dr. Nikolay Kislenko.
Action: Dr. Nikolay Kislenko on behalf of general director of VNIIGAZ – Dr. Roman Samsonov (who was abroad for a business trip) welcomed participants of a meeting and thanked them for participation in the work of the committee.

5. Presentation "Practice and prospects of exploration and development of hydrocarbon fields in Gazprom" by General Director of VNIIGAZ Dr. Roman Samsonov.

Action: Dr. Nikolay Kislenko on behalf Dr. Roman Samsonov gave a Technical Presentation on Gazprom’ activity. The report was devoted to the issues of exploration and development of hydrocarbon fields in Gazprom, resource base 
development, prospects of Western Siberia fields development, as well as Arctic shelf, Eastern Siberia, Far East and Yamal Peninsula, which plays a strategic importance for the further development of Gazprom’s business. The report has caused a keen interest of participants of a meeting and its discussion has been proceeded for a long time.

Working Session Part 2
6.  Presentation “The purposes and guidelines of WOC 1 and IGU activity” by Secretary.

Action: According to requirements of Coordination Committee, Sergey Leonov, WOC 1 Secretary made a report devoted to the history, activities and organization structure of the IGU in 2006-2009 triennium. Also, the issues of 2006-2009 Triennial Work Programme Concept and Strategic Guidelines have been covered in the report as well as the summary of Study Topics of all Committees and Task Forces. 

7.  Presentation “Topics for the study and the organization of Study Groups (SG)” by Secretary.

     Action: Sergey Leonov, WOC 1 Secretary made a report devoted to the structure of the Committee and its’ Study Groups, topics for the study of the Committee, the program of WOC1’ activity in 2006-2009 triennium, types and structure of the committee’ sessions at 24th WGC. Vladimir Yakushev has commented on the key moments of the report and has answered Kamel Chikhi’s question on terms of representation and volumes of reports of Study Groups.

Working Session Part 3

8.  Confirmation of the leaders and Selection of candidates for Study Groups (SG)

Action: Proceeding from that the chairman has authority to appoint the study group‘s leaders, Vladimir Yakushev has suggested Dominique Copin, Total (France) to be the leader of SG 1.1 (remaining conventional world gas resources and technological challenges for their development) and vice-chairman Kamel Eddine Chikhi to be the leader SG 1.2 (Difficult reservoirs and unconventional natural gas resources). The nominees have not caused objections and have been approved by participants of a meeting.

According to the topics addressed to WOC1 by Coordination Committee of IGU the study groups have been generated. All participants of a meeting have stated their wishes about the participation in this or that group. At that, the participation in the work of both groups is not forbidden

9. Discussion on working plans of Study Group 1.1

Action: Dominique Copin, SG 1.1 Leader made a report devoted to the main goals of SG’ activity in 2006-2009 triennium. The key questions for each of sub-topics were considered in the report. It was also offered to make use of experience of the previous triennium, and to invite the upstream experts 
to share their background. The report was followed by heated discussion among the participants of the meeting.  As a result it has been solved to accept the suggestion of Nahum Schneidermann (USA) to change the name of sub-topic 1.1 – “Opportunities for exploration in the vicinity of main regional consumption centres” to "Remaining resources in mature areas" as more precisely displaying the primary goals of research.

10. Discussion on working plans of Study Group 1.2

Action: Kamel Eddine Chikhi, SG 1.2 Leader made a report devoted to the main goals and expected results of SG’ activity in 2006-2009 triennium. The issues of creation of a questionnaire concerning items to be studied and of building a database of external experts to be invited to contribute to the study also have been considered in the report. He has also stated the offer on carrying out of three meetings per year for SG 1.2 and to define their date/venue. Vladimir Yakushev has noticed, that the leader of group has the right to organize the additional meetings of the group if it is necessary.
Working Session Part 4
11. Discussion on general working plan of WOC 1 for the triennium 2006-2009

     Action: Vladimir Yakushev, WOC 1 Chair, made a presentation on general working plan of WOC 1 for the current triennium. The main goals of each meeting in the triennium have been considered in detail. During discussion participants have discussed a general plan of work of the committee in current triennium, issues of interaction with World Petroleum Council, attraction to committee’ work of outstanding experts in the field of exploration and production of hydrocarbons, the form of representation of committee’ reports on 24th WGC in Buenos Aires, Argentina in 2009.  
12. Discussion on Date and Venue of Future Meetings.
      Action: Vladimir Yakushev, WOC 1 Chair, asked the participants for their preliminary proposals of the date and venue of future meetings in their countries. Preliminary offers on the organization of meetings of Committee in Japan, Malaysia, Croatia and Iran have been stated. Under the preliminary arrangement, the following meeting of committee will take place in Croatia in March, 2007. 
13. Summarizing and concluding remarks by Chairman.

Action: Vladimir Yakushev has summarized up a meeting, asked Study Group Leaders to prepare a short review of their Group activities for publication in IGU Magazine and submit them by December 1 2006 to him. Also Naum Shneidermann (USA) and Stanislav Rychlicky (Poland) were authorized for collaboration with World Petroleum Council. Vladimir Yakushev thanked members for their active participation and looked forward to seeing them at the next meeting of the committee.

14. Technical Visit to Central Dispatching Department of JSC Gazprom
Action: JSC Gazprom hosted a highly informative technical excursion to Central Dispatching Department where the scales and prospects of development of gas-production and gas-transport system of  "Gazprom" have been shown to the participants of a meeting.
