2. Working Session Part 1 
Mr. Vladimir Yakushev, WOC 1 Chair, welcomed delegates to National Iranian Gas Company offices and also expressed gratitude to the participants of a meeting for active participation in the committee’ activity in current triennium and introduced participants, who attended the WOC 1 Meeting for the first time.  Everyone looked forward to a productive third meeting of the IGU's upstream Committee.

3. Each new delegate provided a Brief Introduction to their company, background and particular interests within E&P.  
4. Presentation by Gas Refineries Director of National Iranian Gas Company Mr. Mohammad Bagher Ban.
Action: Mr. Mohammad Bagher Ban welcomed participants of a meeting and gave a Technical Presentation on National Iranian Gas Company activity. The report was devoted to current conditions and prospects of development of the gas industry of Iran. The issues of E&P, treatment, transportation and distribution of gas, and also issues of Iranian gas export were considered in the report. The report was intensively discussed by Committee members and the conclusion that was Iranian gas industry is developing intensively but needed more investments.

5.  Presentation “Information about IGU Executive Committee and Coordination Committee meetings in Montreux, Switzerland (May 2007)
” by Secretary.
Action: Mr. Sergey Leonov made a report contained the information about the meetings of Executive Committee and Coordination Committee, which took place in May 2007 in Montreux, Switzerland.

6.  Presentation “Information about Joint Committee Meeting on CO2 Mitigation
” by Secretary.

Action: Mr. Sergey Leonov, WOC 1 Secretary made a report contained the information about the Joint Committee Meeting on CO2 Mitigation, which took place in Denmark-Norway in May 2007. The issues of agenda, reports, results and plans of future actions were highlighted in report.
Working Session Part 3

7.  Report on progress activity of S.G. 1.1 made by group’s Leader.

Action: Mr. Dominique Copin made a report devoted to progress of work of the group in current triennium, including issues of mature areas (preparation of a draft of a questionnaire
), deep offshore (case study), Artic, CO2 sequestration (materials gathering), gas monetization (Chevron prepares a review)
. The problems of data gathering and processing were discussed by Committee members and the recommendation was to concentrate on case studies and attraction of operators by short questionnaires. Also D.Copin suggested to contact to Woods McKenzie for some review materials.
 8.  Report on progress activity of S.G. 1.2 made by group’s Leader.
Action: Mr. Kamel Chikhi made a report devoted to progress details of work of the group in current triennium. The issues of final report format (Case studie(s), dedicated chapters per subtopic), questionnaire to address to the industry (review), questionnaire "2030 study management team" (preliminary results) were highlighted in report. Also the problems of data gathering and processing were discussed by Committee members and the recommendation was to concentrate on case studies.
Working Session Part 4

9.   Discussion on the venue and time schedule of WOC1 sessions at the 24th WGC.
 Action: Mr. Vladimir Yakushev presented the preliminary schedule of dates and time of WOC1 sessions at the 24th WGC and also the plan of the venue of the 24th WGC in Buenos-Aires. Following manner of WOC1 main sessions arrangements was suggested: to give the floor to 4-5 presenters who made considerable contributions to the SG reports and 1-2 outside experts for independent discussion. 

10. Report on “2030 Natural Gas Industry Outlook Study”
 by Chairman. 

Action: Mr. Vladimir Yakushev made a short presentation devoted to the issues of 2030 study organization structure, schedule for IGU Committees, forms of outputs, key questions for the committee, ways and forms of answering and committee’s plans. Answering to the 2030 NGIO WOC1 questionnaire will be based on scenario approach because too many uncertainties from geography and geology of future production on the one hand and future demand on the other hand. “What if…” principle will be the base for answering. All WOC 1 members were invited for answering. Vice-Chairman of WOC1,  Mr.Kamel Chiki is person in charge for answers gathering and grouping.  
11. Any other business by Chairman.
Action: Mr. Vladimir Yakushev considered the following questions:

1.Best practices ideas (including background, proposal and forms of information submission). All members are encouraged for electronic submission of examples of best practices in their companies and organizations to Mel Ydreos, Vice-Chair Task Force on R&D at mydreos@uniongas.com. 

2. Proposal for JCM on gas monetization (
including potential participants, problems and possible solutions). After discussion it was suggested to address JCM to the next triennium because this triennium SG 1.1 already prepares a background review on different ways of gas monetization. This review will serve as base for future cooperation between different IGU committees on gas monetization.

3.Dates and venues of future Meetings. Next meeting will take place in Essen, Germany at March 4-6, 2008, according to the invitation of EON-Ruhrgas (Dr. Peter Reichetseder).
12. Summarizing and concluding remarks by Chairman.
Action: Mr. Vladimir Yakushev has summarized up the meeting and thanked members for their active participation and looked forward to seeing them at the next meeting of the committee.
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
